The high school curriculum is constantly expanding,
too. Not every student will go to colloge, nor is it

The Boston Latin Sc'iool three hundred years ago

offered a handful of bo; s tho Latin classics as their
preparation for living.

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PIKEVILJE HI'JH SCHOOL

A Short History

The history of Pikeville High School dates back to 1911, wl.en

the Co\mty Board of Education set aside $125 a month for a period
of three months for the purpose of establishing and maintainiig a

high school. The teachers for the first year were Mr, Rush Deskins
and Mrs. Jennie Elliott, Tie next year, 1912, Professor T, J, Ken-
drick became superintendent of scliools and began at once to build
a high school.

The present high school building, erected in 1914, was the next
important step in the progress of the school. Much credit is due to

The first graduate of Pikeville High School -\ms Vernon Stump
in 1916. The number of graduates has now risen until approximately
100 are graduated annually. The highest number ever to receive dip-

lomas at onco was in 1933,when 101 were graduated. The Pikeville High
School graduates have made splendid records and rank among the best
in business and the professions.

In 1927, Wright Hall and the new grade building and Auditorium
were erected. These additions gave the school an opportunity to
expand and better care for the large numbers of students taking high
school work from all parts of the county; •

By the efforst of the school offibials, and especially Superin-
tendent Oliver, to educate the boys and girls of Pike County, the
attendance has gradually risen fron 352 in 1925, to 600 in. 1935.

Pikeville High School now has sixteen members on its faculty
and is well equipped to educate its students. The school provides
many extra-curricular activities to develop the students socially
and physically. The school is fully accredited with the Southern
Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools.
